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A CALL TO PRAYER. 

Throughout the word of God the Lord calls his people to pray.  In the Old 

Testament we hear this call in 2 Chronicles 7:14 where the Lord says; “If my 

people who are called by My name will humble themselves and pray and 

seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven 

and will forgive their sin and heal their land.”

Truly these are the only 

prayers that God hears.  When we enter into covenant with Him, He 

becomes our God and we become His people.   Before that time we are loved 

by God, but we do not have a relationship with Him.  We as God’s people 

have the right, the privilege, and we should have the desire to enter into His 

throne room at any time and speak to our Heavenly Father.  If this nation is 

ever going to be healed, we must pray. 

 

Last, God says that He will hear our prayers, forgive our sins, and heal our 

land.  He will do that if we will just humble ourselves, talk to Him, and 

repent of wrong doing.  I want to ask you to do this with me,.  Let’s all pray 

more, repent, and humble ourselves before our Heavenly Father.  To help us 

to accomplish this in our lives, the sanctuary will be open Monday through 

Wednesday from 6 am to 8 am for prayer.
